Cleaning staff will perform weekly cleaning of the Fruitland United
Methodist Church facility.

QUALIFICATIONS:

- Must be able to pass a background check

- Previous cleaning/House Keeping Experience preferred

- Work independently and/or with minimal supervision

- Cleaner provides their own cleaning equipment and supplies
